The
memoirs (1913) recall Carmouche’s childhood in Virginia and New Orleans, the Civil War, and
life in St. Landry and Bossier parishes after the war. A bound copy of a transcription of the
memoirs (1962) is also found in the collection. Also included is a scrapbook (1909-1936) which
contains correspondence and minutes of the Shreveport Progressive League (1909) and
newspaper clippings pertaining to Bossier Parish.
