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BIOGRAPHICAL/HISTORICAL NOTE

Edward James Gay (181889,born in Liberty, Bedford County, Va., and Lavinia Hynes Gay (1821

born in Nashville, Davidson County, Tenn., were married in 1840. They lived in St. Louis, Mo., until the

late 1850s, when Gay westructed St. Louis Plantation in Iberville Parish, La. The couple had six

children: Andrew Hynes Gay (1841914), Edward J. Gay, Jr. (184878), John H. Gay (185315),

Sophia M. Gay [Crow] (18431929), Mary Susan Gay [Butler] (184882), and AnndMargaret Gay

[Price] (18551 93 9) . The house of the Edward J. Gays in ¢
Sophie Gay lived with her family after her marriage to Philip A. Crow (4842

The parents of Edward J. Gay were Sophia Mitchell Gay (1883) and John Henderson Gay
(1787%1878), natives of Virginia who with their son Edward James Gay had moved west to Illinois, then
on to St. Loui s. The John Henderson Gays |ived o
Susan Gay Butler and hiammily resided. The family became established in the mercantile business, and
Edward J Gay became a factor, selling merchandise to plantations downriver, mainly on credit. His
marriage to Lavinia Hynes led to his gradual acquisition of the Hynes Riantetr Plaquemine,
l berville Pari sh, L a. The plantation was added t
over 3,600 acres.

After the Civil War, Andrew H. Gay married his wartime sweetheart, Markibson (L845
1872) of Bayou Grosskete not far from Plaguemine. Andrew H. Gay remarried in 1876 to Lodoiska
Clement (1843.933). The children of the first marriage were Anna Maria Gay, later married to Charles
McClung of Knoxville; Lavinia Gay, married to Allen Weaver of St. Louis; Mane Gay, married to
Albert Doolittle of Kansas City, and Andrew Gay, Jr., married to Irene Cannon. The sole child of the
second marriage was Edward J. Gay, Ill (:8882), later married to Gladys Fenner (18830) of New
Orleans. Edward J. Gay lll sey as a United States Senator for two years,-191%, and fathered the
generations of the Gays who now control St. Louis Plantation.

After the Civil War until approximately 1880, Edward J. Gay acquired other plantations, partly
through his function aa creditor for owners who were unable to pay off their debts. Two such properties
were Acadia Plantation and Coulon Plantation near Thibodawoi.&ayou Lafourche. Acadia
Plantation was a 2,000 acre property that Gay allowed his daughter Anna Marg&ay Pr i ce ( AN
and sorin-law Andrew Price (1854 909) t o manage. After Gayds deat't
partial ownership and then acquired the remaining ownership from the other Gay heirs. (Coulon
Plantation later had been sold to Beattie family). Gay also had several raw sugar mills on his various
plantations. He established a sugar refinery in New Orleans and maintained residences and offices there,
in Plaguemine, and in St. Louis, Missouri.

During the Civil War the Gay faily remained at St. Louis Plantation, for the most part, although
Edward J. Gay apparently was able to travel upriver to St. Louis and down to New Orleans on occasion.
Mary Susan Gay left diaries of life at thiantation in 1864, as well as following tkéar, before her
marriage in 1869 to Major Lawrence Lewis Butler (18898)ia finei ghbor ¢ son of Edw
Butler (18001888) and Frances Parke Lewis Butler (+:1875) of Dunboyne Plantation at Bayou

Goula, La.
The family of Major Butler (who workd for Edward J. Gay), living first on Locus St. then on

Union avenue in St. Louis, grew to five children (not including a son who died shortly after birth in
1874), beginning with Frances (Fannie) in 1869, then Edward (Eddie or Ned) in 1872, LavingaofT oot
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Lavie) in 1875, Anna (ANannieo) in 1877, and fina
renamed, and later called Suzanne). Mary Susan Gay died suddenly in March 1882. Lawrence Butler
remarried in early 1885, to a family friend, Sue Martge 44. The children, however, continued their

visits with relatives, particularly Frances with her grandparents the Edward J. Gays, and Anna (Nannie)

with both the Gays and the Prices. The three of the younger girls attended a finishing school in New

York City and traveled in Europe in the 1890s. All of the children are well described in correspondence,
with Anna as an especial favorite of Lawrence L.
death in 1898 she resided with the PriceSlaver Bottom Farm outside of Nashville, where she met and

married (1904) Richard C. Plater (18¥255). Another event in the Lawrence Lewis Butler family was

the inclusion in residence of Major Budffframce$s f at h
Parke Lewis Butler in 1875, the elderly father jo
fixture until his own death in 1888.

During the 1880s, Edward J. Gay was persuaded to run for Congress and won against his
Republican oponent in 1884. He served until his death, creating many difficulties for him and for
Lavinia Hynes Gay in finding, maintaining, and staffing adequate housing in Washington, D. C., as well
as maintaining their other residences. The combined work loguiditas and business took their toll,
and Gayodés heal t h diedantbstadel andye sattlenseht idfiis esthte (and Gfa y
Laviniabés, who died in 1891) remained a matter of

Meanwhik, Andrew and Anna Price prospered at the Lafourche site of Acadia Plantation, which
became their residence after 1882 when they moved from New Orleans. Andrew Price, like Lawrence
Lewis Butler, worked for his fathen-law. They had no children, howeysp that Anna became even
closer to her nieces and nephews, especially to A

In the 1880s the Prices acquired an old antebellum home at Clover Bottom, Donelson, Tenn., near
t he Stones Ri ver arntdge. Aardthegraisedrace horses and mulesiferuse on
the Louisiana plantations. There they also entertained family and friends in the summers, which tended to
be more comfortable in Tennessee than those on Bayou Lafourche. Difficult times on the Lafourche,
however, vere part of the picture, particularly during the harvest of 1887, when the region experienced a
labor strike that eventually resulted in the violent deaths of many laborers in Thibodaux.

Andrew Price succeeded Edward J. Gay to Congress, and his semficeled to 1896, during
which time Pricebds brother, William AUncl e Willie
Plantation affairs. Between 1882 and 1900 the main residence was remodeled twice, and the mill
improved. Willie Price, a farm supetendent and a political power locally, lived on the second floor of
the Acadia Plantation sugar mill boarding house and remained unmarried until late in life. He associated
with and finally married Agnes Boudreaux, a Roman Catholic, in 1926, but isdftiton a secret until
the summer of 1927. Al 't hough he had been trusted
Gay Price, Uncle Wi llieds marriage, once revealed
Protestant member of thedthodist Church.

Hard times occurred frequently during economic depressimksstormsfreezes, and low sugar
prices made the sugar culture an insecure pastime during many years. The primary work of Congressman
Andrew Pricein the 1880s and 1890s svpreserving protection for domestic sugar, but much time was
also spent handling the (mostly political) appointments to federal offid@s dstrict.

By 1926, the Acadia Plantation property, which had grown by purchase of additional land to

more tha 3600 acres, was in decline due to disease in the sugar cane. A hurricane in 1926 also destroyed
much of the sugar mill, and the mill was scrapped
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law, Richard C. Plater, Sr., in orderto escape ataxl e of t he property. Anna A
residence between Acadia Plantation and her Belle Meade Avenue apartment in Nashville, Tenn. (Clover
Bottom Farm was sold in 1918), until her death in 1939. Anna Gay Butler Plater (d. 1961), Richard C
Plater, Sr. (d. 1955), Louise Plater Hale (d. 1980), and Richard C. Pl4i€082004) became the
owners of Acadia Plantation by inheritance from A
of land to productivity began once again.
Richad C. Plater, Jr. had two sons with Eleanore Leake (d. 1937): Richard Ormande (b. 1933)
and David Dunboyne (b. 193@)rmonde, as he was commonly known, was born in New York City but
was raised at Acadia Plantation. He graduated from Christ School im Garblina, Vanderbilt
University, and Tulane University (Ph.D. in English, 1969). He married Kathleen Treadway in 1957 and
they moved to New Orleans in 1964. They had three children: Nancy, Elizabeth, and @siige.
graduated from Woodberry Forest oh Virginia; Williams College, and Tulane University. He
married Sheela Burke on April 25, 1962 and had three children: Bryan, Christopher, and Juliana. A

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SCOPE AND CONTENT NOTE

The GayButler-Plater family papers document the history and interests of these fanulhies fr
18142004. Most of the items are correspondence, financial, or legal documents, but there are
also photographs, printed items, genealogical information, newspaper clippings, and sundry
items of a personal nature, such as scrapbooks, diaries, rechpmd, workbooks, writings, and

a few artifacts. Because the Gay and Plater familiealbee by marriage tthe Butler and Price
families, items for the later appear throughout the collection.

Correspondence consists largely of discussions regardinly faews and problems, financial

and legal issues, politics, travel, social life, plantation management and activities, and
genealogical information. Much of the historical progression of these families may be traced by
following the correspondence.

Financial and legal issues are often closely related and should be treated as complimentary
information to each othem addition to personal financial information particular to prominent
family members,tems reflect the growth of the family estates thiounyestments, acquisitions

of property, real estate development, and their capitalization on mineral and oil rights. As the
estate was divided and inherited by future generations, the transfer of real property and financial
assets is evident in successinaterials.

Many of the early photographic images are portraits of family members, most notably Anna
Margaret Gay Price, Anna Gay Butler Plater, Edward J. Gay, Jr., Edward Gay Butler, Andrew
Price, Richard C. Plater, Jr., and Pamela Plater. While #rernot many images outside of
portraits, there are pictures and slides of Acadia Plantation. A variety of printed items were also
accumulated by the family over the years, including invitations, greeting cards, a few published
items, and sheet music kftty Cheathama Plater cousinThe few maps and plans in the

collection focus almost exclusively on Acadia Plantation and surrounding area in Thibodaux, La.

Genealogical information may be gleaned from almost every series in the collection. €he Plat
family accumulated a good deal of information that has been segregated into its own series, but
correspondence, succession files, and legal documents are particularly useful in tracing the
ancestry and progression of the family, as well as the tramfgbeoperty and succession of
executors of the estate.

Most of the items related to Acadia Plantation (the Plater family home in Thibodaux, La.) are
collected in their own series and for the most part are of a financial, legal, or administrative
nature. Information related to the additional properties ownethieyamily (Calmes Neck,

Foxlair, and Play Garden to name a few) are also available and contain information regarding
their acquisitions and activities taking place there.

The Gay family correspondence consists largely of discussions regarding family news

and problems, travels, politics, social life, plantation management and activities, and the
sharing of genealogy information. Primary correspondentsdad Edward J. Gay, Sr.,
Lavinia Hynes Gay, Andrew Price, Anna Marg
Lawrence Lewis Butler, Mary Susan Gay Butl
However, the correspondence of Anna Gay Buter Plater followingariage to

Richard C. Plater, Sras well as betweerirh and Andrew Price, has been placed in the

Plater family correspondence series.

Some letters of interest regarding family news mention the death of Eliza Gay Martin and
her son (11 June 1863), thescarriage of AndrewHyse Gay 6s child by wif
Dickinson (28 Oct. 1871), and accounts of the death of Edward J. Gay , Jr. from yellow
fever (18, 20 Sept. 1878). Further mention of yellow fever and the croup is in a letter
dated 13 Oct. 1879. Letsefrom Lavinia H. Gay to Edward J. Gay, Jr. regarding family
news, runaway house servants, a tutor for her son, and the difficulty of running a
household with Edward J. Gay, Sr. present (18382); letters and sympathy
correspondence regarding the deatMary Susan Gay Butler; letters dated 13887

from Lavinia H. Gay to Anna Gay Butler Plater regarding family news and some political
commentary; and a reference to Andrew Price mentioned as second in a duel involving
Judge Caillouett (27 Feb. 1889).

The family spent a considerable amount of time on their plantations. Included are
discussions of the condition of St. Louis Plantation (Plaguemine, La.) as well as yellow
fever cases and prevention (25 Sept. 1849); general plantation matters andsaateitie
discussed during the years 18B6867;there is mention of competitidretween the Irish
Americans and African Americans for jobs (28 Oct. 1871); and a 1874 account of a
dispute between Albert Ferry and Edward J. Gay, Jr. about the settlement afrctbps
plantation. Letters from 1928935 mention activities at Acadia Plantation during the
Great Depression.

Politics is frequently a topic of casual conversation, but specific events include an 1885

letter mentioning the inauguration activities ob@er Cleveland; a letter dated 12 Sept.
1886 by Edward J. Gay, Jr mentions Murphy Foster (1I3%); and a letter regarding
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the memorial service held by the House of Representatives for Edward J. Gay, Sr. (23

March 1890). The 1881889 letters of Edwardl Gay, Jr. are of a political, business,

and personal nature, expressing concern oV
to have Louisiana represented in the presidential cabinet.

Other letters of interest mention events such as the whersatfdedward J. Gay, Jr.
during the Great Fire of Chicago (19 Oct. 1871), the St. Louis Exposition (27 Oct. 1876),
and the labor strike in Thibodaux, La. (29 Nov. 1881).

Company (1928.947), and the papers accumulated in relation to the audit of the estate of
Anna Margaret Gay Price. The audit papers dai@ f£9391949 and consist of an old

account book with pages for accounts in banks, trusts, and stocks showing gains, losses
and balances (193242); and financial correspondence addressed to Richard C. Plater,
Sr., Walter Hale, and Mrs. Samuel Price conogy accounts, certificates, and other
documents addressing her assets. In order to preserve the provenance of the audit, some
items were kept in original order thereby not allowing for any kind of definitive
arrangement.

Others items in the series Inde bills and receipts for Andrew and Anna Margaret Gay
Price (18791915), small accounting books belonging to Lawrence Lewis Butler (1890s),
and two ledgers he kept as curator for Edward Gay Butler, Anna Gay Butler Plater and
Mary Susan Gay Butler.

Plater, Sr., Richard C. Plater Jr., Pamela Robinson Plater, David D. PlatSheeid
Burke Plater. Topics include family news, social life, business correspondence,
genealogy, and historic preservation

Richard C. Plater, Jr. and David Plater compose ofdbe correspondence. Richard C.
Plater, Jr. is mostly concerned with politics, advice to family members and friends,
writing letters to congressmen and representgtanes discussing the history of the
family and plantation. David Plater writes busss and personal letters and provides
genealogical information.

Historic preservation projects that are discussed include work to restore Clover Bottom in
Nashville, Tni family home of Andrew Price; the Friends of Cabildo work to preserve
Jackson Squarin New Orleans; and efforts in Thibodaux. La. to include Acadia
Plantation on a Louisiana Plantations tour.

Notable letters of a political nature by Richard C. Plater, Jr. include: a letter to Stuart

Rose expressing his displeasure at political siinatand Asiatic policy, and discussing

work in the Civil Service Commission in Thibodaux, La (4 Jan. 1950); a rehearsal speech

in a letter which contains political statements of John F. Kennedy, Franklin D. Roosevelt,

and mentions participation in the JdBinch Society (22 Aug. 1963); letter from the

White House abeunneBl| @&Decbdbaraei bn of Interd
letters to and from J. Bennett Johnston and Billy Tauzin about information Plater had
supplied to them on hydrogen asualfsubstitute for foreign oil (19 Dec. 1980, 5 and 12

Jan. 1981). These items exemplify the type of correspondence and advice given by

Richard C. Plater, Jr. to other political representatives.

0 scanibedeenindis letters aboue d u c a
scouting and his alma mater, Williams College. His letter dated 22 May 1962 to Kenneth
Wells, representative of the Boy Scouts of America, extols the merits of scouting and

Hopkins University) in response to a November 10, 1980 profile $1 News and World

Report Plater suggests instituting a vakystem for students, something he proposed in

Family history and genealogical information are contained in some of the letters as well.

A letter datedlO July 1985 discusses the descendants of Sophia Ridgely Plater Fuller,

who emigrated to Maryland from Suffolk County, England; attached is a Plater

genealogy. A letter written by Richard C. Plater, Jr., dated 8 Sept. 1988, is significant as

it is one ofthe only items that mentions Eleanore Leake Plater, his first wife, and goes

into the details of her death while also addressing the events that led to what Plater

believes was his acquiring enhanced intuitive abilities. Letters from 2002 between David
Plater and Plater Robinson discuss more genealogy and family history: discussion about

the 1883 political campaign of Andrew Price; Willie Price (brother of Andrew Price and
former caretaker of Acadia Plantatnon) and
Nan6éso distaste for Wi llie Price because o

488 ca. 1970, and
include pictures of Acadia Plantation, Hurricane Betsy, Mardi Gras, the Delta
Queen, and Richard C. Plater, Jr. and Pamela Plater.
