Outreach Flows 

 
The Williams Center has been quite busy over the past year!  Staff and students have 
been steadily conducting interviews, processing collections, carrying out public 
outreach programs throughout Louisiana and at national conferences, and 
collaborating with various national and regional institutions to increase our holdings 
and disseminate information about our collections.   
  
The LSU History Series develops with interviews of administrators, faculty, and 
alumni like Geography Boyd Professor Emeritus Jesse Walker, former Executive Vice 
Chancellor and Provost, Dan Fogel, LSU Alum and retired Human Ecology Professor 
Dorothy Howell, Charles T. McCord Chaired Professor Arnold Bouma, retired Boyd 
Professor Alvin Bertrand, Doris Z. Stone Professor in Latin American Studies  Miles 
Richardson,  1947 Alum and retired vice-president of Salomon Smith Barney, Inc. 
Tom Ruffin, and 1933 LSU Alum and noted attorney Marian Berkett.   
 
Our Political Series continues to grow with interviews of Congressman Joe Waggoner, 
Senator J. Bennett Johnston, retired Louisiana entrepreneur and General Motors and

Two years before M. L. King's historic boycott in 
Alabama, the black community of Baton Rouge, 
Louisiana, banded together to protest state 
segregation laws forcing black citizens to the back of 
city busses.  The country's first bus boycott was born.
 
"This was the first time that the transportation 
system that existed throughout the South had ev
been cha l nged. . . .You have to evaluate the worth 
of that accomplishment within the context of the 
times."

Telling the story the 1953 bus boycott within t
context of local politics and race relations, the 
documentary combines more then 80 digitized 
images and newspaper clippings with 85 sound f
excerpts from 25 interviews conducted over a seve
year period.  The program ran concurrently on three 
terminals in the main lobby of the Lod Cook Alu
Center at LSU during the course of conference 
proceedings and was viewed by over 2,400 attendees.

This important addition covers topics integral to 
Louisiana culture like African-American 
storytelling; Isleño, Filipino, Vietnamese, and 
Italian cooking; bullfighting and roping; 
auctioneering; treating and healing; St. Joseph’s 
Day; and Mardi Gras traditions.  Many of the tapes
are recordings of public presentations, which give 
listeners the sense that they are there at the 
festival.  There are some restrictions on the ta

As oral history practitioners, how does the 
Williams Center help communities that partne
oral history projects while simultaneously adherin
to the role of neutral documenters?  To answer th
question, a roundtable of speakers representing 

r in 
g 
at

various aspects of the Center’s public outreach 
program discussed projects at OHA in “Reaching 
Out, Reaching Back, and Reaching Forward:  
Williams Center’s Public Outreach.” The practice 
of Oral History and the notions of community are 
intricately intertwined.  The very nature of oral 
history is geared toward strengthening community 
identity by helping to collect and preserve oral 
narratives of individuals in communities.   
 
Price discussed the how the Center’s mission 
includes public outreach programs, whereby 
workshops and consultations are conducted for and
with researchers, university and secondary school 
teachers, and community groups to help them to 
establish their own oral history projects. 
 
Dominica Ramirez showed a PowerPoint 
presentation about the Canary Islander Heritage 
Society of Louisiana and discussed her role as an 
oral history consultant as well as a board member.  
Ramirez touched on the groups history, how to 
balance both insider and outsider perspectives, and 
how the Center provides public recognition, and 
guidance, to more help the community with issues 
of identity maintenance.  
 
Mullenix discussed how the Internet extends 
concepts of community by representing freedom 
from the constraints of place, time, and physical 
presence that some fear may diminish the 
traditional notion of community.  But far from 
supplanting “real” communities, the Internet 
increasingly serves to foster, protect and sometimes 
create the connections between people.  Mullenix 
illustrated this by presenting an interactive web 
exhibit and discussing people’s reactions and 
interactions with it. (continued in right column)

Jennifer Abraham showed a PowerPoint 
presentation whereby she examined the variables 
among the Center’s diverse projects that include 
different types of community agendas and 
resources.  She showed how the Center’s 
outreach program has worked with many 
communities, including schools, military 
veterans, heritage societies, and museums. 
Abraham discussed how consultation and 
workshop education affects the communities’ 
efforts to create primary documents that serve to 
both foster community identities and create 
neutral, unbiased cultural histories. 

Canary Islanders Heritage Society 
in Louisiana

Canary Islanders first arrived in Louisiana in the 
late 1700s and settled into various settlements in
the southeastern parts of the state.  In addition 
to the better-known settlement of St. Bernar
many Canary Islanders, or Isleños, also settled in

what are now Ascension and Assumption 
parishes.  Descendants from the Isleños from 
these parishes formed the Canary Islanders 
Heritage Society of Louisiana in 1996.  As a 
non-profit organization, it’s mission statement 
reads that it, “exists to document, preserve
celebrate the heritage of our Spanish ancestors 
from the Canary Islands who immigrated to 
Louisiana in the 18

, and 

th century. We focus on the 
original Canarian settlements founded at 
Galveztown, Valenzuela, and St. Bernard, and 
on later Canarian resettlements within the state. 
We also promote friendship and cultural 
exchanges between Louisiana and the Canary 
Islands.”

Digging up Old Dirt:  Oral History and 
Archaeology in Cultural Resource Management 

 
Oral history is a constructive tool that historical 
archaeologists can use to inform their interpretations.  
Project managers from the cultural resource management 
firm, Coastal Environments Incorporated, located in 
Baton Rouge, Louisiana, are using oral histories to aid in 
their cultural impact studies on historical archaeological 
field projects conducted for the US Army Corps of 
Engineers and for Louisiana Department of 
Transportation.   
 
Oral history adds one more layer to the data available to 
the archaeologist, and like archaeology, it isn’t the 
reconstruction of the past, but a constructed version of 
history affected by cultural biases, technology, support, 
etc. 
 
Over the past four years principal investigators Thurston 
Hahn, Joanne Ryan, and Don Hunter collaborated with 
the Center to include oral histories to investigate 
structural remains, material culture, historical activities, 
and social relationships.   
 
Thurston Hahn incorporated an oral history interview 
with a former Assembly Hall resident, Elizabeth Serio 
Weeks.   Assembly Hall, located outside of Natchez in 
Washington, Mississippi (ca. 1808) burned down before 
research began, so there were certain ambiguities in the 
archaeological record that Elizabeth helped clear up 
about the Serio’s occupation of the site during the early 
and mid 20th century.  She provided information ab
the location of the kitchen garden plots and who used 
them; she supplied context regarding the use and 
location of the kitchen; Elizabeth located the privy and 
stated that there were no outbuildings on the property at
the time of her occupation

 in the 1920s. 

 
Joanne Ryan used oral histories with Clayton and June 
Perkins in her investigation of Star Hill, Louisiana, 
located just south of St. Francisville.  Central to Ryan’s 
project, the Perkins provided cultural context regarding 
property of Star Hill.  Clayton, in his 90s, is a lifelong 

 

 
Don Hunter used oral histories with residents from 
Modeste, Louisiana, to examine the New Africa Farm 
Site.  In 1919 the Babin Plantation was purchased by a 
benevolent society called the Grand and Glorious 
International Order of Brothers and Sisters of Love and 
Charity.  There was a property transfer to Dr. John H. 
Lowery, Donaldsonville’s first black physician and 
president of this benevolent society.  He then changed 
the name of the plantation to New Africa Farm.  The 
farm was touted to be a solution to the oppression of 
tenancy.  Hunter wanted to know about the social and 
economic organization and operation of the plantatio
during Lowery’s tenure as landholder during the first 
part of the 20th century.  In addition, he was interes
in the Modeste School, which was located on the 
archaeological site.  The oral histories, some with 
hundred-year-old residents, provided information ab
the school in regards to the architectural features an  
use of artifacts as well as the functional aspects of the 
land.
